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Digicome China 2008

－Touch and enjoy your digital communications life

China is one of the countries where the digital communications market grows fastest. In China’s market, new technologies are like flourishing flowers, new products emerge in an endless stream while up-dating durations have been becoming shorter and shorter. The Digicome China 2008 will be held in the year when the Olympic Games will be held in Beijing, therefore, it will not only reflect the “Quicker, higher and stronger” spirit of the Olympic Games, but also reflect the spirit of universal consumer participation. Digicome China has been held in Shenzhen for several times so it has exerted a great influence in south and east China, it has been highly appreciated by the industry and has become an important industrial exhibition of China. The past exhibitions were broadly supported by the industry, and averagely over 50,000 people visited an exhibition.

Continuously, the Digicome China 2008 will be held concurrently with the “71st China Electronics Exhibition. The Digicome China 2008 is scheduled for the period of 11-13 April 2008 and will be held in Shenzhen. April in Shenzhen is a beautiful season when a lot of flowers are blossoming and the climate is comfortable and is also the best season for procurement. Neighboring to Hong Kong, Shenzhen is one of China’s trading sea ports and one of China’s electronics and information industry bases, therefore, it is an extreme propper place for showing digital and IT commodity goods.

South China area is one of the most flourishing markets in the Asia-Pacific region for digital and communications goods, holding an exhibition for digital communications products in such a place will definitely provide relevant people with an optimized exchange platform. Intensive show events will be taking place in April in the same area, thus domestic and overseas buyers will find very convenient. The Digicome China 2008, the Guangzhou Commodity Fair and the Hong Kong Electronics Exhibition will be held consecutively, which will share international buyer resources. It is expected that the Digicome China 2008 will attract over 500 exhibitors with a show space of 15,000m2.

The Conference and Exhibition Center of Shenzhen is now the largest modernized show center in Shenzhen that is well known by an annually holding of high-level commodity fair. The center possesses a floorage of 250,000m2 and of that 120,000m2 is for exhibition, which can provide 6,000 standard showcases. The Digicome China 2008 is intended to enable final consumers to experience a high-quality digital communications life in the show center, and also intended to help manufacturers and consumers explore new requirements through public spreading media which have great influences.

The breakdown of the exhibition is as follows:

1. Special zone for handsets and their accessories: newest mobile-phone terminal products, value-added mobile communications products, handset TV receivers, handset games, research, development and designing of handsets, batteries used by handsets, accessories of handsets, walkie-talkies and their accessories, 3G technology and its applications, WiMax..

2. Digital products special zone: digital entertainment, digital video processing, mobile storage, multimedia entertainment technology and equipment, portable video and audio products, mp3, PMP, digital photo frame, digital learning products and digital conferencing systems. 

3. Vehicle-carried communications special zone:  automobile-used electronic equipment, vehicle-carried communications and navigation equipment and vehicle-carried entertainment equipment.
4. Communications equipment special zone: terminal equipment and their accessories, base station equipment, broadband communications equipment, optical fibers, optical fiber cables and optic transport equipment.
5. Communications material special zone: communications power supply equipment, communications accessories, measuring and testing instruments for communications equipment, electronic components for communications equipment.

6. Automatic identification special zone: RFIP technology and equipment, NFC technology and equipment, radio sensor technology, living things identification, security and fire control identification.

7. Special zone for IT, content, peripheral equipment and their accessories: mobile storage, digital printing, Internet content and operation, a variety of software.

8. Special zone for digital home and small household appliances: household video and audio products, digital content products, DVD, short-distance wireless technology, UMB, ZigBee and digital small household appliances. 

9. VoIP special zone: demonstration of VoIP technology and show of relevant terminal equipment, VoIP operation.

10. Blueteeth special zone: demonstration of the Blueteeth technology, Blueteeth earphones and handsets, vehicle-carried Blueteeth equipment and their relevant terminal products.

Showcase/space prices

For overseas and joint-venture enterprises:

Standard case: US $2,520/case, each case occupies 9m2.

Bare land:    US$260/m2, 36m2 is the baseline for leasing.

For domestic enterprises:

Standard case: (3m x 3m = 9m2)   10,000yuan (RMB)/case.

Bare land:  (The baseline for leasing is 36m2.)  1,000yuan (RMB)/m2.

A standard case includes: walls on three sides, carpet for the whole floor, lintel sign board of the exhibitor, two lighting lamps, one 220V socket, one desk and two chairs.

Ending date for accepting applications: 30 March 2008 

Note: For a showcase that has openness on two sides is required a 10% extra charge.
